 This O-ring, IF, and I emphasize IF it applies to that engine, must be
 replaced every 50 hours of flight. This will mean higher maintenance costs
 and a little longer down time on affected aircraft. Some 172's and
possibly 182's are affected. 

At publication of this newsletter, Wing was checking all engine code
numbers in our fleet. 
 I appreciate you reviewing this and helping keep Safety in view around the
 Wing.
